This is achieved through a balance of studio training, critiques and production 

experience.  We do offer basic acting training, though technicians are never required to perform.

The A.R.T. Performance program emphasizes holistic, yet sequential training in the following: 

movement, acting, voice, text analysis, playwriting, and stage management.  This is achieved 

through a balance of studio training, critiques, movement training and production experience. 

A.R.T. Performance requires some training in technical theater.
